The Appl eScript scripting | anguage enabl es users to tightly integrate
the functionality of standard, off-the-shelf applications as well as
i n-house, enterprise-wi de prograns to build custom zed scripts that
aut onat e busi ness processes and i ncrease productivity.

For exanple, with AppleScript, a sales departnment can automatically
generate a weekly report that invokes functions froma series of
scriptabl e applications such as Mcrosoft Excel, FileMaker Pro and
Quar kXPress. AppleScript can gather data from one application,
process it in another, and present it in a third automatically at a
given tinme or based on an event, locally or over a network. Before
Appl eScri pt, these tine-consunm ng functions needed to be perforned
manual |y by | aunching and working directly in each individua
application.

Apple also licenses the

Appl eScript runtinme software and the script editor to conmerci al

devel opers for shipnent with their products.

Requi renent s

The Appl eScript kits require System 7.0 or later and applications that
are scriptable or recordable according to Apple's Open Scripting
Architecture.

Conpatibility

Conpil ed scripts created with AppleScript 1.0 may not run under
Appl eScript 1.1. Scripters will either need to edit the conpiled
scripts or reconpile scripts fromtheir original text form under
version 1.1.
