AppleScript: Script Editor Error Source Not Available (2/95)

The script below, gives the error "Source not avail able" on repeated runs when
the events | og wi ndow i s open and "Show Event Results" is checked. The scri pt
worked fine for a period of time, until suddenly this error started occurring.

This script is actually getting a -1756 error. This can be deterni ned by
surroundi ng the given statement with an AppleScript try / on error processing
statenent. This error code is returned froma call to OSAGet Source function to
deconpile the script data, and obtain the equival ent source data. The problemis
that finderLib is conmpiled and saved with Save As Run-Only which does not save
the AppleScript text with the object for later editing and displ ay.

FinderLib was intended to be used with the "barel y-scriptable" Finder of System
7.1 or the Finder 7.0 after ResEditing an aete resource into the Finder

Appl eScript 1.0 cane with Script Editor 1.0.1 and the finderLib facility. This
version of the Script Editor did not have the event w ndow | oggi ng capability
that came with AppleScript 1.1 and Script Editor 1.1 and | ater

The Script Editor's event logging facility depends on being able to access the
source AppleScript, to do event |ogging, AND show event results against a
conpi |l ed AppleScript. As you found, if Show Event Results are not selected, the
Script Editor can run the script just fine against a saved as Run-Only conpil ed
script, since not as much |ogging detail is being requested.

What probably happened is, you have upgraded to AppleScript 1.1 where the error
will be noticed with finderLib, or you saved other |oaded and conpiled scripts
as Run-Only. To use the full debugging facilities of the Script Editor against
| oaded conpil ed scripts, the scripts nmust be saved with the Appl eScript source,
for exanmple not as Run-Only. In a conpiled AppleScript, you can tell with a
resource editor, whether it's saved as Run-Only or not by the presence of an
"scpt" resource, which is where the conpiled text is saved.

The foll owi ng event | ogs denponstrate what's happening. |If you want to reproduce
this, conpile the mniFinderLib AppleScript, place it in the Scripting Additions



folder and run the driving AppleScript fromthe Script Editor with full event
logging. You will see the results simlar to the first 1og. Note how the saved
Appl eScript text is displayed in the event |ogging wi ndow Reconpile

m ni Fi nderLib, save it as Run-Only and rerun the driving AppleScript. This will
give the -1756 error or sources not avail able.
