The strange codes you see are Appl eScript commands that were witten when the
Fi nder Scripting Extension was | oaded. Wen the Finder Scripting Extension is
not | oaded, the conmands | oose the natural |anguage format you saw before
causing these class formatti ng conmands to appear instead.
