They can al so search for a
particul ar phrase or for terns that occur frequently with a search query term
For users famliar with the Bool ean query | anguage, Appl eSearch supports the
full range of Bool ean operators.

i ncl udi ng word- processi ng, page-layout, spreadsheets, and el ectronic-mail. XTND
file format translators extract plain text fromthese docunent types so that
Appl eSearch clients can view the text regardl ess of the docunent's origina
format.

Appl eSearch information sources are shared fol ders of docunents (such as
correspondence, reports, or on-line newsfeeds) that reside on the server or a
[ ocal Iy nmounted vol une.
