TCP/ 1 P: Transm ssion Control Protocol/Internet Protocol. Roughly translated it
is the coomon "l anguage" used for different types of conputers to pass messages
and i nformation.

TCP/ I P Address: The address by which a device is known on a conputer network.
You mght think of this as a very detail ed phone nunber for conputers to cal
each ot her.

Subnet nmask: An extension to the TCP/IP address. A phone anal ogy for networking
addresses mght be: area code = Network ID;, prefix = subnet nmask; last 4 digits
= hosti d.

Router: A device that transfers data between two networks using the sane
pr ot ocol s.

CSU DSU. A device sinilar to a nodemfor a dedicated connection. |t connects
your router to the Internet provider channel (such as Tl1l, Frane Relay, and so
on).

DNS: Domain Nanme Server is the resource nami ng systemused on the Internet. It
is also used to translate nanes (such as apple.con) into nuneric Internet
addresses (like 155.55.55.5) and visa versa. The benefit for the user is the
ability to use the Internet by nane versus |ong address numnbers.

WAl S: Wde-Area Information Servers; this is a systemfor |ooking up information

i n dat abases (libraries) across the Internet.
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
