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At Ease 2.0 software is an extension to Macintosh System 7 that gives everyone
who uses a Macintosh the resources they need wi thout disrupting the files or
applications of other users.

After you install At Ease 2.0, you can use the setup programto designate, for
each user, which applications they can and can't access. You can al so grant or
deny permission for users to delete and copy files, nake folders, and renane
itens. This gives each user privacy and prevents novice users fromaccidentally
deleting files or applications or damagi ng the hard di sk.

You can assign an individual password for each user. Wen the user enters the
password, At Ease 2.0 displays all of the authorized applications as |arge
buttons. A single click on these buttons | aunches the application or opens a
docunent .

You can maintain a nore orderly hard disk with At Ease 2.0. It stores all new
files in a single docunent folder. You can also block saving files on the hard
di sk and require saving files on a floppy disk.

- Speech Manager - allows text-to-speech on the file nanes as the cursor
passes over an icon. The default setting for this function is off.
* Applications
- At Ease Setup - provides owners with the ability to custonize At Ease
folders for each user.

- Mouse Practice - instructs a novice Mcintosh user to navigate using a
nouse to click and drag.
* Fol ders

- At Ease Items - contains internal information, such as At Ease folders
and the Preference file. If information is kept on an Appl eShare
server, this folder is created on the root of the server vol une.

- At Ease Mvies - contains optional QuickTime novies for the At Ease
buttons, and is in the At Ease Itens folder. There's no provision for
easily adding novies in this version of At Ease.

- At Ease Receive - isinthe At Ease Itens folder, and may contain a
tenmporary hol ding folder called At Ease Tenp, used during renote
admi ni stration.

- At Ease Setups - is in the At Ease Itens folder, and contains the Setups
docunent and fol ders assigned to each setup

- At Ease Sounds - contains the sounds played when itens are sel ected.

- At Ease Users - is in the At Ease Itens folder and contains At Ease
f ol ders.
- Documents - located at the root of the At Ease Di sk volune, it contains

all the documents shown in the user's At Ease panels; kept in
fol ders by user.

- Mouse Practice - contains the Mouse Practice application (Macromn nd
Pl ayer 3.0) and supporting novie and sound clips.

To run At Ease 2.0, you need a Maci ntosh conmputer with 2MB of RAM (4MB
recomended), and a hard disk with at least 1.5MB of free di sk space. You al so
must have system software version 7.0 or |ater installed.
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
