Make sure you have the At Ease 2.0 Install disks, which contain the At Ease
program and related files.

Turn on your Macintosh.

Insert the At Ease 2.0 Install 1 disk.



Doubl e-click the Installer icon to begin the installation process. You see a
screen that welcones you to the Installer, and explains the installation
process.

After you have read the wel cone screen, click OK You see a new screen | abel ed
Easy Install. Make sure the disk named for installation is your startup disk. If
not, click Switch Disk until you see the name of your startup disk

Cick the Install button. A status screen shows you the progress of the
installation. Wienever the conputer needs infornation fromanother disk, it
ejects the current disk and di splay a nessage indicating which disk you should
i nsert next.

Insert the At Ease 2.0 disks as requested. Wien installation is conplete, you
see a nessage indicating the process was successful

Cick Restart to quit the Installer programand restart your conputer. You are
now ready to set up At Ease 2.0 for use
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
