Exi sting docunents opened with At Ease can be saved to the hard di sk even
when the "Require a floppy disk” option is enabled. The option of saving

to a floppy applies only to saving new docunents.

To make At Ease require a floppy disk to save an existing docunent, nake the
docunent a "Stationery pad". Here's how

1) In the Finder, select the docunent

2) Choose "Get Info" fromthe File Menu

3) dick "Stationery pad".

A document marked as Stationery pad will be opened as a new docunent
containing all the information of the original. The student can then make

nodi fi cati ons and save docunent. At Ease will require a floppy disk when
savi ng the docunent because it is a new copy of the original docunent.
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
