Turning On At Ease

1) Choose Control Panels fromthe Apple nmenu.
2) Double-click on the At Ease Setup icon.

3) dick the button narked On.

1) dick Select Itens in the At Ease Setup w ndow.
2) dick Gather Applications.
3) dick Add in the dial og box that appears.

4) dick on the itens you don't want available in At Ease, then click
Renove.

Setting Up Docunents

You can control how other people can save their docunments when using At Ease.
You can deci de whet her each saved docunent will becone a button in the At Ease
Docunents fol der, or whether the user will have to save the docunent to a

fl oppy disk.



To adj ust these controls:
1) dick Set Up Docunents in the At Ease Setup box.

2) dick your preference for saving: "Add a button to At Ease" or "Require a
fl oppy disk."

Setting a Password

If you set a password, anyone who uses your Performa will need to know it to
have access to anything that's not in At Ease, such as the Finder or the
Performa's control panels. You don't have to set a password, but its a good
idea if children will be using the conputer

To set a password:

1) dick Set Password in the At Ease Setup box.

2) Fill out the Set Password dial og box.
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
