Wor kgroup data vol umes and ot her server volunes can automatically be nmounted by
At Ease 4.0. The At Ease Adninistrator adds the volumes to a |ist of "approved
volunmes”. This is done by selecting "Access to Volunes" fromthe Security Menu
in the At Ease Administration program Wen a volume is added to the list the
vol ume setting "At Ease Users will log in to this volume using:" defaults to
"Users nust enter their own nane and password"

Before a volune w |l auto-nount (nount without pronpting for a user nane and
password) the volune setting needs to be changed to use a predefined nanme and
passwor d.

Steps to configure Server Vol unes
The steps to add server volunes to the list and change the vol une settings are
as follows:

1) Fromthe At Ease Administration workstation, nmount the server volunme on the
desktop. If it is to be a workgroup data server you must nmount it using a name
and password that has wite privileges.

2) Fromthe At Ease Administration program Security menu sel ect "Access to
Vol umes”.

3) Select the "Add Vol unme" button. This takes you to the Add Vol unme screen
Sel ect the server volune and press the add button

4) In the wi ndow of Approved Server Vol unes sel ect the newy added vol une and
click the Volunme settings button



5) In the settings window click the radio button stating At Ease users will |og
into this volunme using "The user name and password for" below this options it
reflects the nane used to nount the volunme on the desktop. This is not the
default option for volunmes added to the approved volumes list that is why the
system forces the users to enter a nane and password every tine. The default is
enter "Their own nane and password"

Wth the vol unes settings changed any vol une desi gnated as the workgroup

| ocation will auto-nmount and not pronpt the user to log in. The sanme is true for
any other volunmes marked to nount when a workgroup | oads. Vol unes are desi gnhated
to mount via the Wirkgroup Login panel
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
