At Ease 4.0: Internet Prefs Not Copied Back to Server (10/96)

This article describes an Internet preferences issue copying back to an At Ease
4.0 Workgroup server.
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If the User Setting "Copy Internet User Preferences" is selected, the user
preferences are copied fromthe server to the workstation when the user signs

i nto any wor kgroup. Wen the user quits or restarts, the preferences are copied
back to the server. However, if the user is logged into At Ease under a Finder
wor kgroup, the Internet preferences are not copied back to the server.

The workaround is to switch to a Panels or Restricted Finder workgroup, with the
At Ease nenu, before quitting or restarting. The internet preferences will then

be copi ed back to the server.

This issue will be addressed in a future rel ease of At Ease. There is no known
time frame for future At Ease rel eases.
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
