to daris Resolve using Apple Events. daris Resolve, however, has a 254
character limt for each "dosc" event (the event which HyperCard sends with
t he HyperTal k "Send" comand.

You will generally receive a -1708 error as theResult of your Send conmand
if you exceed this limt.

The following handler will allow you to send scripts of any length from
HyperCard to Claris Resolve in the nost efficient manner possible. It
sends as nany |lines as possible within the 254 character lint.
