It does this while maintaining consistent visual
representation. In sinple terns, ColorSync displays and prints the sane inage
that it scanned.

Installing Col orSync

ColorSync is automatically installed when you install the software from System
7.5, Apple Miultiple Scan Displays, Color StyleWiter printers, and Qi ckTake
caneras. It is also available fromnon-Apple sources that have licensed the

Col or Sync from Appl e.

Installing Col or Sync Manual |y

Col or Sync consi sts of three main conponents:
- Col or Sync extension

- ColorSync System Profile control panel

- ColorSync Profile

You can install Col orSync manual ly by:
- draggi ng the Col orSync extension into the Extensions folder.

- dragging the System Profile control panel into the Control Panels
fol der.



- dragging the ColorSync Profiles folder, with the Col orSync Profiles
inside, into the Preferences fol der

Once the components are installed, you need to restart to activate Col or Sync.

If you have a non- Apple Col orSync profile, you need to drag it into the
Col orSync Profiles folder |located in the Preferences folder

Setting Up Col or Sync

Once you ColorSync is installed, you need to open the Col orSync System Profile
control panel and select the correct profile for your output device (nonitor
printer, camera, or other device).

I f you have a non-Appl e output device, you need to contact the product vendor to
obtain the proper Col orSync profile.
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
