From what we
under stand, the datanodel s provided by Teradata dat abase nachi nes, |ike
DBC/ 1012 nodels 2 and 3, are relational, and they are SQ.-based. So it is
possible to wite a Data Access Language adapter for it.

(DAL from Network Innovations), DB Library (Sybase), and SQ.-Net (Oracle).
