I did not find any information about this in ny docunentation, and | know
it's not a VAX' Rdb problem because | can use VAX/ Rdb SQL$ utility with the
same ENQLM val ue wi thout any problem | have been able to reproduce the
same problemon two CPUs, one M croVAX 2000, and one 3300.
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As you mght already know, on VM5, the Enqueue Quota (ENQLM linmits the
nunber of l|ocks a process (and its subprocesses) can own. VAX/ Rdb uses
RMS, which in turn uses the Lock Managenent Facility, to synchronize shared
file access. One lock is used for every shared file, local buffer, gl obal
buffer section, and outstanding record | ock. Users doing |arge anounts of
file sharing should set the ENQLMto a |l arge value. Typically, this nunber
i s reconmended at 200. The DEFAULT account ENQLMis set at 100, so all
accounts begin with a limt of 100 unless explicitly changed.

It is understandabl e why you need to increase ENQLM when sel ecting a | arge
nunmber of records from a database. Comands |i ke DESCRI BE DATABASE do not
require many | ocks and, therefore, worked with the |ow ENQLM W don't
know why Rdb SQL$ utility worked except for the speculation that | DAL m ght
add the extra | ocking.

DAL support engineering told us that although they do not specify account
guota requirenents, in the docunentation, they reconmend changi ng user
accounts quota to the VAX Rdb requirenments. The follow ng are from VAX
