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The DAL Server for VAX/VM5 is a networking software product that provides
DAL access to files and dat abases on a VAX/ VM5 host system The DAL Server
runs on a VAX/ VM5 host and works cooperatively with personal conputer
applications that support DAL, such as spreadsheets, databases, and query
tool s on Maci ntosh conputers.

A conpl ete connectivity setup for VAX VM5 includes a client personal
conputer running an application with enbedded DAL support, and a VAX/ VNS
host with the DAL Server. The DAL Server receives requests fromthe
personal conputer application, carries themout on the VAX, and sends the
desired data back to the application for |ocal processing.

The DAL Server for VAX/ VM5 provides uniformsupport for DAL-based
applications, through a variety of network configurations and VAX/ VM5 dat a
managenent software. |t works with existing VAX/ VM5 dat abases, operating
under standard VMS and dat abase security. Your Macintosh conputer receives
transparent access to the VAX data you are authorized to access.
