     $assign/nolog device:[directory]ORACRTLx.EXE ORACRTLS

  where "x" is the Oracle Image Identifier.

- Oracle 6.0

     $assign/nolog device:[directory]ORACLEx.EXE ORACLES
     $assign/nolog device:[directory]ORACRTLx.EXE ORA_CRTLS

  where "x" is the Oracle Image Identifier.
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
