If the VAX systens are part of a VAXcluster, you nust connect to a node
that is running the DAL Server and AppleTalk for VM5. |f the DAL Server
and Appl eTal k for VM5 has been licensed for each node on the VAXcl uster
then you nay access a shared database via DAL from any node running the DAL
Server and Appl eTal k for VMS.

If the VAX systens aren't part of a VAXcluster, you still can access the
renote database, if the database is set up for renpte access. ORACLE
I ngres, and Sybase all have nechani sns to support renote database access.

For exanple, if you have the DAL Server and AppleTalk for VM5 installed on
VAX A and the ORACLE database installed on VAX B, you can allow users on
VAX A to access the database on VAX B in this way:

1) Select either the Async Driver, the DECnet Driver, or the TCP Driver for
SQL*Net during ORACLE installation

2) Create a database link for each database. This database |ink contains
enough information to uniquely identify a path to the renote database.
It normally contains the follow ng information

- Networ k protocol
- Nodenane
- Dbnane



- User nane/ password
- Protocol options

If the users on VAX A can access the database on VAX B, then the DAL Server
has access, too. The database application handles the Async, DECnet or
TCP/ I P communi cati ons between VAX A and VAX B, not DAL.
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
