VWhen running System 6.0.x or earlier, always use the Font/DA Mwver to copy
fonts into the Systemfile. This method will automatically resolve any font
ID conflicts that exist. The Font/DA Mwver is the only programthat should
be used to copy a font to or fromany file under System 6.0.x or earlier.
This ensures that all the necessary resources are copied with the font. The
sanme applies for desk accessories.

This problemis rare in System 7. The proper way to install fonts in the System
fileis to drag themdirectly to the System Fol der:
e Wth System 7.0.x, the fonts will be noved into the Systemfile itself.
« Wth System 7.1 or later, when you drag fonts to the System Fol der icon,
they will be nmoved into a Fonts folder within the System Fol der.
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
