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In the event that the Macintosh Systemfile gets corrupted, you could | ose sone
or all of your fonts under versions of System7 earlier than 7.1, or some or all
of your fonts and DAs under System 6.0.x. So it's a good idea to create font/DA
backup files. The followi ng instructions show you how to do this.

I f your Macintosh has a version of System 7 installed, follow these steps to
create an enpty suitcase:

1) dick an existing font suitcase file to select it.

2) Choose Duplicate fromthe File nmenu, or press Comrand- D.
3) Double-click the duplicate file to open it.

4) Drag the contents to the Trash.

5) Choose Enmpty Trash fromthe Special menu.

6) Duplicate this enpty suitcase as nany tines as you need.

8) When you're finished, click the Quit button to go back to the
Deskt op (Finder).
