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The problemw th the Zapf Dingbats font on the LaserWiter Il Fonts 1 disk (one
of the "LaserWiter Il Install 4.0" disks) is that the Postscript file is naned
incorrectly to be tenporarily downl oaded by the LaserWiter driver. The
filenane as it appears on the disk is "Zapf Dingbats." For the font to be
downl oaded by the LaserWiter driver, the downl oadabl e Postscript file needs to
be called "ZapfDin". Note: The incorrect nane doesn't interfere with the

LaserWiter Utility's ability to downl oad the font into the printer's nenory.
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
