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To work with fonts in your application, you need to understand some basic
font definitions. The followi ng definitions are those used in the
LaserWiter Reference and |nside Macintosh manual s.

e Intrinsic font: A font whose characteristics are entirely defined in a
FONT or NFNT resource. The plain style of any famly is an intrinsic
font. Oher styles may or nmay not be intrinsic. QuickDraw or the
LaserWiter can use an intrinsic font w thout nodification

e Derived font: A font whose characteristics are partially determn ned by
nodi fying an intrinsic font. A derived font m ght be one whose characters
are slanted to achieve an italic style.

» Style: The characteristics other than size that uniquely define the fonts
of a single font fanmily. Times bold and Tines italic are two styles of the
Tinmes font famly.

Let us assume you are printing sone italicized text. The LaserWiter
driver may choose an intrinsic font (if available) or nodify the intrinsic
font to achieve the derived style. For exanple, Tinmes Italic is an
intrinsic font and Avant Garde Book Oblique is a derived font.
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
