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At the beginning of every 8.x print job, the driver first opens a query job to
obtain infornmation about the target device, including its features, fonts, and
ot her characteristics. Some query exanples include what Docunent Structure
Convention is supported, the revision |level of the PostScript interpreter, if
bi nary transm ssion is supported, Font queries, and so on. Most likely this
Font Query does takes place in your setup, and could be confirnmed by a packet
trace of the print job.

A spooler receiving the query is expected to minimally return a default
response. |f the spooler cannot return a font list in a format that can be used
by the printer driver, then the fonts will be downl oaded with the print job.

W are not familiar with the "COPs spool er running PServer 3.0.1," but perhaps
it is falls into the sane category as all Netware 3.x spool ers, which do not
return the font list to a PostScript Level Il LaserWiter 8.x driver query
resulting in the fonts bei ng downl oaded. Note that Netware 3.x does support
Post Script Level 1 font queries (such as those used by the LaserWiter 7.Xx
driver).

Suggested Alternatives
O course use only fonts built-in to your printer, thus elimnating fonts from
havi ng to be downl oaded when processing your job.

Anot her solution mght be to use AppleShare Print Server 4.x. However,
Appl eShare doesn't nmaintain the font list dynamcally, but builds the font I|ist
at the tine the printer is captured. Fonts downl oaded with previous jobs wll



not be reflected in the font list returned to the FontQuery. Since the font

list isn't maintained dynanically, perhaps you could downl oad and store
typically used fonts via the LaserWiter Wility on a hard di sk connected to the
printer, then capture the printer with Appl eShare Print Server. Thereafter

only the exceptional fonts used in a print job will be downl oaded.
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
