When using Apple's HD Backup, you nay get a "Tried to open too nany files"
error with "Cancel" or "Continue" options. Wen you click on continue, it goes
on to the next file, and then produces the sanme error

Such an error nessage suggests files being backed up are "busy". This may be
due to:

e Finder file information flags set incorrectly.

» Danmmged system software

e Maxi mum nunber of files allowed set unreasonably |ow in boot bl ocks.
e A problemw th HD Backup, which Apple's testing could not duplicate.

Resetting the file information flags can be done by "repairing” the hard disk
(hol d down Conmand-Option as the volunme is nounted).

To fix a systemsoftware problem or ensure the nunber of files allowed is
reasonably set, reinstall the systemfrom known good System Tool s di sks,
preferably by dragging the old System Folder to the trash, and then using the
Installer to install new software.

There is no specific limt to the size or type of a hard disk you're able to
back up with Apple HD Backup, only a practical one. To back up an 80MB hard
di sk, you need nore than 100 di skettes, and a |ot of tinme and patience for
inserting and renoving that nmany diskettes. Theoretically, you could back up
much [ arger drives, 1.5 gigabyte drives for instance, but we haven't tested
that capability or know of anyone who is likely to need or want that feature.
