Appl e displays its graphics via QuickDraw i nstead of PostScript. Apple has no
pl ans to display graphics based on PostScript |anguage routines for many
reasons. Providing this capability would likely require a rewite of the
Maci nt osh operating system

If you are running A/UX, a PostScript user interface called NeWs may be used. A
NeWs application is a collection of PostScript procedures that are sent to a
NeWs server (perhaps renotely via a network connection). The server interprets
t he Post Script procedures and renders graphics in a wi ndow on the display's
bit-map screen.

Maci ntosh print drivers |let you view PostScript commands for editing purposes.
If running System 6, press and hold the Comrand and "F' keys after selecting OK
fromthe print dialog box. You'll see the nessage "Creating PostScript File."
The file is naned PostScriptO, PostScriptl, and so on - a standard text file
that can be opened by nbst word processing and text editing prograns. System7
print drivers give you the option to change the print-job destination fromthe
printer to disk. Merely check the appropriate destination in the print dialog.

It is possible to display an EPS (Encapsul ated PostScript) file with many
Maci nt osh applications, including Adobe Illustrator



To display full PostScript files under the Maci ntosh OS, use an application
like LaserTalk fromEnmerald City Software or PostShow from Li ncoln & Co.
