
Finder: Black Apple Menu and Colored Desktop? (8/95)

TOPIC -----------------------------------------------------------

My Apple in the upper left corner of my menu bar is black. The rest of my
desktop is in color. What is wrong?

DISCUSSION ------------------------------------------------------

This happens on Macintosh computers that can support 16, or 24 bit color.  If
you select the grays radio button in the Monitors control panel, the Apple will
display solid black because of guidelines for displaying the Apple logo.

The reason that the rest of the screen is not in shades of gray, is because in
addition to having selected grays, you have also set the control panel to either
thousands or millions of colors.  Since there are only 256 grays available to
the system, everything over the 256 grays is displayed in color.
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
