Hyper Card sends choose and doMenu as nessages when the user chooses a too
or an itemfromone of HyperCard's nenus. It sends close as a nessage when
the user clicks the close box of a w ndow.

Hyper Card sends hel p as a nessage when the user chooses Help fromthe Go
menu (or presses Command- ?).

Hyper Card sends arrowKey, conmmandKeyDown, control Key, enterlnField,
ent er Key, functionKey, keyDown, returnlnField, returnKey, and tabKey as
messages when the user presses one of those keys key.
