I's there sonething about HyperCard 2.0 that makes it inconpatible with
exi sting XCVDs or XFCNs?
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HyperCard 2.0 has changed the way XCWVDs and HyperCard interact when using

t he sound capabilities of the Macintosh. Specific callback procedures have
been added that XCWVDs (and XFCNs) can use to signal HyperCard when they
want control of the Macintosh's sound channels. It is likely that XCMDs
using sound will need to be nodified to work properly with HyperCard 2.0.
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
