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You can't. But if your script involves hiding and show ng buttons and
fields, here's a way you can make sure the stack is returned to normal in
the event a user presses Conmand-Period during the process: at the start of
the script, "set the cantMddify of this stack to true". Al so, in your
idle handler, add the line "the cantMddify of this stack to false". That
way, if the user cancels during the hiding and showi ng, the stack wll
revert to the way it was before the user initiated the action
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
