HyperCard 2.0: Color Picturesin HyperCard (6/93)
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HyperCard 2.0 supports col or pictures using the picture comrand.
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The syntax is as foll ows:

on nmouseUp -- or on cardOpen or stackOpen, etc.
picture [fileNane, fileType, w ndowStyle, visible, depth]
end nouseUp

FileNane is the nane of a file or resource. These nmust be either PICT files
or PNTG files. To nmake these files a resource and a pernanent part of the
stack, the stack nust be nodified with ResEdit.

FileType is the kind of file the picture is. It can be a resource file,
as mentioned above or it can be a separate file on the Macintosh. The
file can also be on the clipboard.

WndowStyle is the style of window in which the picture is displayed. You
can use any of the types of windows in the Macintosh tool box: plain, rect,

zoom roundRect, dialog, docunment, shadow, and w ndoid. The default type is
zoom which is the kind of wi ndow a docunment is nornmally shown in with nost
applications.

Visible is a Bool ean value, meaning it can be true or false; true for
visible, false for invisible.

Depth is the bit depth of the off-screen buffer that's created by the
pi cture conmand. See "Picture Command" in the HyperCard Script Language
Gui de for an explanation of how this works.

Exanpl e:
on nouseUp
picture, "Lake", resource, plain, true, 0
end nouseUp

This would display a picture titled "Lake", which had been nmade a part of



the stack with ReskEdit. The picture would be visible and woul d be painted
on the screen with bit depth buffer of zero.

To dismiss a picture created with the picture conmand, you can either close
it using its close box (if there is one in its window) or you can script
it. You' d use the follow ng syntax:
on nouseUp
cl ose wi ndow "Lake"
end nouseUp

Not e that you rnust say cl ose wi ndow, not close picture.
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
