GCenerally, 2MB should suffice. |If you're having trouble
wi th color in standal one apps, be sure to close the stack at |east once
before saving it as a standal one application (nost people will do this as

part of the nornal devel opnent process anyway), and then go to the Get Info
di al og box and give the new application at |east 2MB of nenory.
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
