HyperCard is not multi-threaded. In particular, it can't automatically

handl e Apple Events while it's waiting for a reply to an Apple Event that

it sent itself. Wile the "send” command awaits a reply from Frontier, al
HyperCard can do is to handl e update events fromthe Event Manager, suspend and
resume events fromthe Process Manager, and command- peri ods fromthe user

However, you can use an XCVD to do what you want in one of two ways:

« Send the Apple event to Frontier in queueReply node and handl e the
reply that cones back from Frontier as a separate Apple event in an
Appl e event script (class 'aevt', id "ansr'). This would nean that
Hyper Card can respond to events conming fromFrontier in the neantine,

i ncluding events to display the Frontier status nessages in HyperCard
fields. It would al so nean that HyperCard will be able to respond to
user events while it awaits the reply fromFrontier, so you'll have to
do sone careful HyperTalk scripting to figure out how to reconcil e what
the user is doing with what you want to do when the reply fromFrontier
conmes back. The SendAppl eEvent XCMD, available online, will send an
event in queueReply node.
