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e Picture XCMVD displays color or gray-scale pictures in several types of
standard Maci ntosh wi ndows. This XCVD cones free with HyperCard, and is
docunmented in the Power Tools stack, which is included with both the
Hyper Card upgrade and the Devel opnent Kit.

* Col orizing HyperCard, from BungDabba Productions, is a set of XCMDs
to col or HyperCard. These XCMDs require at |east 2MB RAM dedicated to
HyperCard (4MB or nore is preferable). This public domain unsupported
product is available fromnost on-line systens.

* QuickCol or is another product from BungDabba and is a "graphical"
front-end for the ColorizeHC XCVMD. It allows you to col or your HyperCard
stacks with pictures, colors, or both, with no progranmi ng or scripting.

e HyperTint: A denp of this comrercial package for adding color to
HyperCard is avail able on nbst on-line systens.

* Pictoid Package 1.0.2 is a package of XCMDs to di splay nmonochrone,
col or, and QuickTine novies in "pictoids". A "pictoid" is an any-shape
wi ndoid (it can contain hol es and non-conti guous areas) which displays a
picture. Pictoids can have scripts and behave |ike buttons.
