swi tched out of HyperCard to another application (or the Finder) using

Mul ti Finder. HyperCard 2.0 no |onger does this. This can be distressing,
especially to those with small screens and full-size stacks. The difficulty can
be worse if there are multiple stacks open at once (nultiple windows). Also,

al t hough some wi ndows ARE autonmatically hidden by HyperCard 2.0, the Variable
WAt cher and Message Watcher are not (there may be others.)
