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VWil e HyperCard 2.0 doesn't have any native ability to slide report itenms up or
left if one is blank while printing reports, it is possible to get that
acconpl i shed.
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The trick is to use a single report item instead of one for each field. Then

by doubl e-clicking on the report item you can set the contents of the itemto a
call to a function. The function can be in your stack or background scripts,
and can process the informati on on the card.

For exanpl e:

Assunme the following fields: Name, Conpany, Addressl, Address2, City, State,
and Zip. Now assunme that Conpany and Address2 will sonetimes be enpty, and that
t hey shoul d slide.

For the contents of your one report itemin your |abel tenplate, sinply enter
the nane of a function: makelLabel ()
