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In HyperCard 2.3.x the Picture XCMD will not work correctly if the
"clipboard" option is used. For exanple, in the script:

pi cture "Test", clipboard, roundrect

In HyperCard versions previous to 2.3, the above conmand works fine. Wen the
above command is used in HyperCard 2.3 and 2.3.3, the program opens a

di al og asking you to find the file called "Test". It seens as though the word
"clipboard" is not being recognized correctly.
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In HyperCard 2.3, "clipboard" (command to get/set the text contents of the
clipboard) was added to HyperTal k. You now need to quote the word "clipboard"
when you pass it to the Picture XCVD

In versions of HyperCard prior to 2.3, "clipboard" did not have a speci al
nmeani ng, so when the parser saw an unquoted "cli pboard" that was not already
used as a variable, it passed the string "clipboard" to the XCVD

You shoul d quote "roundrect", also. In general, it is good practice not to rely
on unquoted literals, if possible.
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
