Install ati on

Locate the Installer application inside Install 1.

Sanpl e Sof t ware Fol der

The floppy disk set and the CD-ROM both contain the software needed to instal
the Indian Language Kit. The CD-ROM i ncl udes denmp applications you can use with
your | ndian Language Kit.

Install ation

Refer to the Macintosh Indian Language Kit Installation and User's Cuide for
installation and setup infornmation.

If you are installing the Indian Language Kit on the Arabic or Hebrew version of
the Mac OGS, you may want to choose the left-to-right setting in the "Text"
control panel for proper justification of the Roman installer interface during
installation.

Installing over a systemolder than System7.5.5

We recommend that you use System 7.5.5 or 7.6 for best results. The Indian
Language Kit will not install on systens earlier than 7.5. Users of Apple Menu
Options versions earlier than 1.1 (version 1.1 is in systens 7.5.3 and 7.5.5)
may get an out of nenory nessage during boot after installing any Apple Language
Kit. Version 1.1 does not have this problem I|f you update your system such as
upgradi ng System 7.5.3 to System 7.5.5, you should boot with extensions off and
reinstall the Indian Language Kit.



Installing with other Apple Language Kits

Mul ti ple Apple Language Kits can be installed on one systemfor true

mul tilingual conputing. However, |anguage kits which are ol der than the Indian
Language Kit should be installed first so that those | anguage resources can be
updat ed by the Indian Language Kit installer. Oder Apple Language Kits which
shoul d be installed first include: Chinese Language Kit 1.1, Chinese Language
Kit 1.1.1, Arabic Language Kit 1.0.1, Hebrew Language Kit 1.0.1, Cyrillic
Language Kit 1.0, Japanese Language Kit 1.2 and Korean Language Kit 1.0.

Key Caps Application

The Key Caps Desk Accessory included with the systemsoftware (up to 7.6) has
been updated to provide better support of Indian | anguages as part of the Indian
Language Kit project. This new Key Caps is an application which can be |aunched
from anywhere you place it on your hard di sk. The Indian Language Kit
automatically places it in your Apple Menu if one already exists there with the
nane "Key Caps." On any non-English system the new Key Caps application is
installed into the Apple Extras folder. You can drag it into the Apple Menu
Itens folder within the active systemfolder if you want to see it in the Apple
Menu. There is no harmin deleting the |ocalized Key Caps DA with other names.
If you renmove the Indian Language Kit, Key Caps will not be deleted. You can
delete it manually by opening your Apple Menu Itens folder inside the System
Fol der, but there is no need to do so.

One anonaly found too late to fix, is that when sw tching keyboard | ayouts on
NuBus Power Maci ntosh nodel s running a system ol der than Mac OS 7.6, the font
wi Il occasionally display inmproperly. If this happens, switch to a keyboard

| ayout of another | anguage and switch back to the desired keyboard | ayout.

Printer Drivers

The I ndi an Language Kit is not conpatible with LaserWiter drivers earlier than
8.3. For best results, use the LaserWiter 8.4.1 installer included on the
I ndi an Language Kit 1.0 CD

I ndi an System and Application fonts

In Font nenus throughout the systemyou will see additional fonts for each

| anguage with a different suffix. For exanple, you will see Devanagari MIS and
Devanagari MI. These are nostly the same, except the MIS version uses Chicago as
its associ ated Roman font and has no bold. For this reason you should avoid
using the MIS versions of the fonts. Instead use the MI versions of the fonts
for each Indian | anguage.

Furthernore, if QuickDraw GX i s being used, you will see sone additional fonts
that begin with a period (.) and end with X at the top of the Font menu of GX
savvy applications. These should NOT be used. For exanple, you can see a font
listed with the nane ". Devanagar MI X" which should not be used. Instead, select
the font "Devanagari MI." For technical reasons, these fonts cannot be hidden
In future versions of the Indian Language Kit with Qui ckDraw GX, we hope these
fonts will not be visible.

* Third-Party Fonts
The I ndi an Language Kit only supports non-Apple fonts which are both ISCII and
Worl dScri pt conpliant.

Renoving all or part of the Indian Language Kit

You can renove the Indian Language Kit fromyour system by using the installer
and sel ecting "Custom Renove" fromthe popup at the top of the Installer w ndow
If you renove the entire |Indian Language Kit by selecting all buttons, a few

thi ngs which were installed by the Indian Language Kit will renmain. These
things, for instance SinpleText, will not affect your systemin anyway. Anything
left behind by the installer after performng a renmoval of the entire Indian
Language Kit can be renoved manual ly by dragging the itemto the trash.

You can renpve particul ar keyboards shipped with the Indian Language Kit by
expandi ng the packages in the Installation wi ndow, selecting "Custom Renove"
fromthe popup and renoving the undesired keyboard only. |If you renpbve an entire
package, you will disable input with Indian | anguages. You nust not renove al
keyboards for a | anguage unl ess you renmove the "Language Support” as well. In
other words, if you have install ed Devanagari, you nust not then renove all of

t he Devanagari keyboards: "Inscript Keyboard," "QMERTY Keyboard" and "Nepal
Keyboard. "

Font Line Hei ght

The height of Iines when typing or displaying Indic text is significantly nore
than that of Roman text of the same point size. This is due to the nature of
sone I ndic characters which extend far bel ow t he baseli ne.

Cujarati QAERTY Keyboard and Peri od



The Cujarati QAERTY keyboard underwent a mnor change after the manual was
printed. Instead of the Viraamas the default period (full-stop) on the period
key, the period (.) is the default and Viraam can be typed by hol di ng down the
Option and Shift keys and typing a period.
