Depending on the nature of the kanji being used, Chapter 5 of the Japanese
Language Kit Input Guide ("Using Dictionaries") may provide a solution.
Otherwise see below:

When we introduced Kanji TrueType, we had to drop User Gaiji (user defined
characters), because of the complexity of adding them to the outline fonts.

To our knowledge, the only program that produces User Gaiji is a 3rd party
package from Enfour that patches the fonts: though we don't have a lot of
details on this product.
