W al so observe that if you | oad the Chi nese Language kit 1.0 or 1.1, garbage
characters appear in the Japanese date format when a Chinese font is selected as
the font for views.
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W have verified that the dates do change when WrdPerfect 3.0 has been used
wi th the Japanese Language Kit to create a docunent.

Updating to WirdPerfect 3.1 will cure the issue. Contact Novell about the
upgr ade.
