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What does the Hangul Jojung control panel do?
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Here is an explanation of what can be done with the Hangul Jojung control panel
There are 2 options on the control panel

1) Delete key - This gives users the option of forcing non-WrldScript savvy
applications that attenpt to delete 2-byte text one byte at a tine to delete
text 2 bytes at atime. At first glance, this may appear to conflict with the
Del ete by Janp option in the Power Input Method (PIM. The PIMoption is for
text being processed by the input nmethod before it is passed to an application
The Hangul Jojung control panel setting is the opposite. It is for text already
entered into a docunent. The Hangul Jojung control panel sinply forces an
application to receive one or two Deletes every tinme the user types one Del ete.
The only time this is really needed is when using Asian | anguages in
applications which aren't WrldScript Il savvy.

2) 1 or 2 byte PostScript printing. Users of printer-resident 2-byte Korean
Post Script fonts need to set this option in order to enbed PostScript data in

Post Script files. It affects users who have printer-resident fonts that are
genui ne two- byte encoded. (Wthout the Hangul Jojung control panel, printing is
done assuming one-byte fonts.) Users who have this problemw Il inmmediately see

a performance i ncrease when the Hangul Jojung control panel is installed. Users
with no PostScript fonts, just Apple's TrueType fonts included in the Korean,
Japanese and Chi nese | anguage kits should receive no benefit nor side effects
from havi ng the Hangul Jojung control panel installed.
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
