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After installing one of the Language Kits on your System 7.1 or hi gher Macintosh
conput er, change the Views control panel font to either a Japanese or Chinese
font so that file and fol der names appear correctly.

The font which is currently selected nay not be appropriate for the Language
Kits. For exanple, nmany people use the Geneva font for file and fol der nanes,

but Geneva only contains characters for English and other |anguages that use the
Roman character set (such as French, Spanish, and German).

The GCsaka font contai ns Japanese characters as well as nost commonly used Roman
characters. Selecting Osaka in the Views control panel wll make Japanese
fil enanes readabl e.

*Bei jing* and Tai pei fonts contain Chinese characters as well as the npst
conmmonl y used Roman characters. Selecting one of these fonts in the Views
control panel will nake Chinese file and fol der nanes readabl e.

There is a side effect of choosing a Language Kit font in the Views control
panel : certain accented characters and synbols (é and ™ will be replaced by
ot her characters. This occurs because the Language Kit fonts have a different
character mappi ng of the upper ASCI|I table than Roman fonts.
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
