One KeyCaps feature is the ability to hold down the Conmand key (in any of the
Cyrillic layouts) and see the QAERTY | ayout (AZERTY or QAERTZ for the French or
German transliterations). This is very hel pful for faster keymapping recognition
wi t hout having to | ook down at the physical keyboard.
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
