MacX, like all X11r4-based servers, supports all visual types on the 8-bit
screens that make sense.  This means that, given the right colormap, MacX
can support or "fake" PseudoColor, DirectColor, Gray scale, StaticGray,
StaticColor, and TrueColor. You can use xdpyinfo to see all of these
visuals.
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
