To copy text, just select the text, and it will automatically be placed in
the Clipboard. In other words, if you select text froman Xterm w ndow,
and then switch from MacX to TeachText, you can paste the selected text

One exception to this procedure is the DECermclient. |f you are using
DECterm you nust:

1) Select the text you want to copy.
2) Use the nenu entry.

3) Copy fromthe DECermedit nenu and wait until the text is desel ected
before it appears in the dipboard.

If you use the menu entry, Copy screen to Cipboard, under the W ndow

menu of MacX, it will place data in the Cipboard in bitmap format.
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
