There seens to be sone confusion as to what MacX all ows you to do. The
MacX 1.2 product is a full X Wndow System Version 11, Rel ease 4 server
that is conpatible with Mcintosh system software version 7.1. You can al so
use MacX 1.2 on a Macintosh conmputer running system software version 6.0.5
or later.

MacX will allow xclients to display on a Macintosh, not a Macintosh
application to display on another X Wndow server.

Pl ease note that in the X Wndow System the "Server" is the display where
the wi ndows are viewed and the "client" is the program being di spl ayed.

To do what you want to do, you need a programthat will turn a Mcintosh
into an X Wndow client. Two such prograns are avail abl e:

o XPort, by Perfect Products

Bot h products require a dedi cated Maci ntosh for each X Wndow Server where
you want the Macintosh Desktop Avail able. Both prograns display the

Maci nt osh Desktop inside an X Wndow. You then have renpte access to the
Maci nt osh where the programis running as if you were sitting in front of
it. (This is very simlar to what the program Ti nbuktu does in the

Maci nt osh environnment.) Please keep in mind that the performance will be
very dependent on the type of Maci ntosh being used to run the XPort or
XGator program the network traffic, and the X Wndow server where the



Maci nt osh Desktop is being displayed.
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
