If you're running MacX on system software version 6.0.x, nake sure you
read Chapter 3, "Setting Up Comunications," in the MacX Installation
Guide to learn howto install the Mcintosh Comunications Tool box.

e Follow the instructions in the MacTCP Connecti on Tool Mdule to instal
MacTCP and configure the MacTCP dri ver.
