MacX updates the colors in wi ndows displayed by other applications several
seconds after the last X11 col ornap operation nodifies the color
environnent. This is to pernit "batching together" of col ormap operations
and updates of other applications' wi ndows to inprove MacX s col or

per f or mance.

MacX i gnores X11 requests ChangeHosts, Set AccessControl, SetScreenSaver,

For ceScreenSaver, Set Font Path, ChangeKeyboardControl. For rootless
screens, MacX ignores GrabPointer and G abButton (with a confine-to
window). In order to live confortably in both the X11 and Maci ntosh

wor |l ds, MacX nust make a few concessions to both worlds' diverse

requi renents and capabilities. Access control is inplenmented on MacX

sol ely based on a per-connecti on go/ nogo deci sion nmade by the user. The
screen saver functionality in X11 is not present in MacX since this would
interfere with the Macintosh's other uses. Font path searching is not



present —MacX inplenents a hierarchical font directory schene that does
not require manually updating a nmaster |ist of available fonts every tine a
change is made. Al X11 requests for changi ng keyboard and bell sound
settings or for confining the nouse pointer to a given portion of the
screen are contrary to the Macintosh world and have no effect in MacX
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
