Connect with a renpte xterm command, so the keys mappings are correct.
Type the conmmand:

xmodmap - pke > $HOVE/ nykeynmap

This command will output your key mappings to a file.

Create a file called '.xsession' in you HOVE directory.

In .xsession, enter this line: 'xmodmap nmykeynmap'

Save this file, make it executable and exit.

Connect again with XDMCP. The Xsessions file will read the user's .xsession
file, issuing the command to execute the command xnodnmap and map the users
