As of February 1996, MacX 1.5 does not support either conpressed (. pdf.Z,
.bdf.Z, or .spd), or outline formats. You can access these fonts fromthe Font
server.

The MacX 1.5 manual contains a conplete description on the installation and
addition of Fonts to the MacX 1.5 Fonts list. You can either add fonts to an
existing directory, or add a conplete directory to the font path.
