Fol der. (Do not renane the folder).

* Drag the Macintosh Tutorial file into the extensions folder of your 7.5 System
Folder. (Do not drag it into the Tutorial Itens fol der).

* Restart your Macintosh.

To view the Tutorial, select Macintosh Tutorial fromthe Hel p nmenu.
